HISTORIC PRESERVATION COMMISSION
January 10, 2011

ROLL CALL:

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:  Commissioner Pollock made a motion to approve the minutes of December 13, 2010, as written.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Hanigan and passed by unanimous voice approval.

OLD BUSINESS 
1. Idaho Heritage City Program:  The Commission discussed making a checklist for what is needed to apply.  Discussed what the meaning of each award criteria was and how it applies to Payette.  Ms. Swanson discussed with the group signs for buildings stating the history of that building.  The Commissions job is to promote the history of Payette.

NEW BUSINESS
1.  Idaho Historical District Book:  Discussed with State Historical Society item 
2. State Historical Society:  Ann Swanson from the State Historical Society gave an overview of what they do and how they can help Cities.  The state allows cities to do certain things.  Talked about the city ordinance for the Historic Commission and it states no real purpose for the group.  She talked about the National Historical register and the process on how to nominate to be on the register.  The State office reviews the application for anything that happens.  They consult the federal agency, but they can’t stop the process to be on the register.  She discussed how to define an important property.  The Commission needs to look at property that exists today, not a vacant lot that used to have a history.  She gave the Commission a CD that contains all the historic homes in the County.  The Commission needs to agree on a set of terms and definitions for their project.  Nothing has been looked at since 1982.  She suggested mapping out the town to see where a historical district might be.  The first thing we need to do is apply to participate in the Certified Local Government program.  She also left preservation brochures with the Commission.  She talked about how to approach owners of historic buildings and provide them information.  Studies show that historic properties hold or exceed their value.  She told the Commission of programs available for business owners.
