PAYETTE CITY LIBRARY BOARD MEETING MINUTES

Tuesday, April 10, 2012

Roll Call:  Claire Ames, Erica Bazil, Anne Hanigan, John Held, Jean Ruud, and Deleice Ward.

City Clerk Mary Cordova was present.  Colleen Bonnell had a previous commitment.

Anne Hanigan called the meeting to order at 5:30.

John Held moved and Erica Bazil seconded to approve the March 13, 2012 minutes as amended.  All approved.  

Claire Ames reviewed the bills and stated that everything was in order.  Claire Ames moved and Jean Ruud seconded to submit the bills to the City for payment.  All approved.

· LIBRARY DIRECTOR’S REPORT:  Deleice Ward read the report that Colleen Bonnell submitted.  See attached paper titled Library Director’s Report.

OLD BUSINESS:

A. Expansion Update

Mary Cordova stated that they had met with the contractor Tuesday, April 10th.  Houston Head, GMZ Architecture, Colleen Bonnell, Roger Judge, KEPHA Construction, and Carol Garrison, USDA Representative did a walk through of the library.  The November update stated that it would be done two weeks from today’s date, which is doubtful.  They think they will be done in 90 days.  Mary thinks possibly by July 2012.  With every change order they try to add time, Mary stated this is the worst contractor she has ever worked with between here and Alaska.  The contractors will be doing the final site grading and the city will be doing the landscaping.  Claire asked if it would be graded  and ready by Apple Blossom.  The outside bathrooms will be ready and available for Apple Blossom.  

The Odd Fellows and the American Legion are donating $500 toward the landscaping around the library.  

The items that are in storage at the city will need to be moved so the High Desert Task force can use the space.  The staff will go and sort through the items.  Anne Hanigan asked about doing a yard sale. Mary Cordova stated it would go into the city surplus auction.  Anne Hanigan asked if we needed a motion to sell supplies.  Mary Cordova stated that we would need an inventory list to present to the city council.  The jail work crew will help move the stuff from the bays.  It was decided that the date for moving/inventorying needed to be done before the next meeting, so the Board could approve it.  Claire Ames made a motion to close library to go through supplies in storage, Jean Ruud seconded.  

John Held asked if there were any surprises in the old building.  No asbestos was found in the floor or ceiling.  It is progressing slowly but it looks very nice.

B.  Meeting Room Policies

This will be tabled until the next meeting so Colleen Bonnell and Mary Cordova can have input.

C. Filtering Policies and Filters

The library is waiting to see if they will receive the grant from the Idaho Commission for Libraries (ICFL).  There is a template that ICFL has for use to help set up filtering policies.  Erica Bazil asked if everyone would need to sign a new contract with the new policies.  Everyone agreed this would be prudent (John stated like a HIPAA policy).
