PAYETTE CITY LIBRARY BOARD MEETING MINUTES

Tuesday, February 14, 2012

Roll Call:  Claire Ames, Erica Bazil, Anne Hanigan, John Held, Jean Ruud, and Colleen Bonnell.

City Council Liaison Jeff Sands and City Clerk Mary Cordova were present.   

Anne Hanigan called the meeting to order at 5:30.

John Held moved and Jean Ruud seconded to approve the January 10, 2012 minutes.  All approved.  

Claire Ames reviewed the bills and stated that everything was in order.  Claire Ames moved and Erica Bazil seconded to submit the bills to the City for payment.  All approved.

LIBRARY DIRECTOR’S REPORT:  Colleen Bonnell stated:

· Friends of the Payette Public Library have sent out a letter to the businesses in the community asking for donations for the library expansion.

· The library will be closed for President’s Day, February 20, 2012.

· Summer Reading Program is being planned and several fun activities will be going on in the park.

· Children’s after school program is averaging about 20 or more children each Tuesday.  They play games, dance, and do crafts.  

· Storytime is averaging about 40 children per week.

· Outreach with the three preschools is going well.  Deleice is offering a program for them on February 29, 2012 called Leap into Reading.  

OLD BUSINESS:

A. Expansion Update

Mary Cordova stated that there had been a change order for the library for the sum of $5,500 for a fire alarm system that had not been in the original plans.  The occupancy of the building is over 300 so the state fire marshal suggested that we install the system to meet regulations.  There were plans for a light alarm system.  There will be a delay in the building until this is installed.  

The council passed the change order; everyone felt it was a good idea to have the right system.  We don’t want to have to ask forgiveness later if there is a problem.  Jeff Sands stated we needed to protect the taxpayers.  Everyone on the Board felt the money was well spent.

Mary Cordova stated that progress is being made, but it is slow.  The newest projected date will be April 26, 2012.  In March they anticipate the move to the new part of the building.  They will allow 2 weeks to move.  Jeff Sands stated that the most important part is the integrity of the building needs to be 100%.  They are within the budget at this time, and we hope that will stay the same as they begin renovation of the old building.

Anne Hanigan did a wonderful job after the projector and computer started working so she could present her PowerPoint.  We are good for another year of presentations to the City Council.  John Held asked Colleen Bonnell to forward the PowerPoint to all the Board members.
