PAYETTE CITY LIBRARY BOARD MEETING MINUTES

Tuesday, March 13, 2012

Roll Call:  Claire Ames, Erica Bazil, Anne Hanigan, John Held, and Colleen Bonnell.

City Clerk Mary Cordova was present.  Jean Ruud emailed that she was ill. 

Anne Hanigan called the meeting to order at 5:30.

John Held moved and Claire Ames seconded to approve the February 14, 2012 minutes.  All approved.  

Claire Ames reviewed the bills and stated that everything was in order.  John Held moved and Erica Bazil seconded to submit the bills to the City for payment.  All approved.

LIBRARY DIRECTOR’S REPORT:  Colleen Bonnell stated:

· SWIRLS was held in Payette and was in the meeting room at Kloy’s.  The Board members who attended discussed what they had learned about filtering children’s computers.

· SWILA will be held in Meridian Saturday, April 14, 2012.  The staff would like to save money and time and not attend this year’s meeting.  Colleen said that she was overwhelmed with the new library and working on her schooling and needs a break.  

· Deleice Ward attended the Ready to Read conference in Boise for two days and will be giving a brief presentation on the six tub pilot program, that she uses for daycare outreach.

· We are preparing for the big move and have been checking out boxes of books to the patrons.  Yesterday we checked out 1766 items.

· Wendy Walker has been on jury duty for seven days.  The city policy is that she will be paid for three days for jury duty.  

OLD BUSINESS:

A. Expansion Update

The date has been set for the move into the new part of the library.  March 20-April 1, 2012 the library will be closed to move all the items and clear out the old part so they can begin renovation.  People are taking books, and volunteering to help.  A schedule has been figured out for people to sign up for slots.  Mary Cordova stated that the street department would help with the move as well as having a county work crew on March 21-23.  We hope to have all of the heavy lifting done the first few days.  

NEW BUSINESS:

A. Meeting Room Policies

Mary Cordova has been working on the meeting room policies for the library.  The basic proposal was given to the Board to look through.  Colleen Bonnell had run off a list from the book Creating Policies for Results that have ideas to look at and consider when making the policies.  Some of the things that the Board should consider are fees and deposits to use the room, what hours it is available and would an employee be on staff to lock the building.  Would there be different fees for commercial and non-profit events.  How will political and religious events be handled?  All these questions will be tabled until the next meeting.  The Board will come to the next meeting with ideas and plans.

B. Filtering Policies and Filters

By October 2012 all Internet computers must have filters if children under the age of 18 use them.  The policies need to be updated for the library and filters put in place.  The Idaho Commission for Libraries has offered a reimbursement to pay for the first year of software and installation of the filters.  The money has the stipulation that you can not have filters already in place and that internet access must be offered 24 hours a day 7 days a week.  Colleen will choose some software and apply for the money.  Discussion was held about updating the computer use policies and adding a WiFi use policy for customers to sign when they apply for a card or use the computers for the first time.  

Public Comments:  
Richele Kekelis came to the meeting to talk about the meeting room and its usage.  She is new to the area and runs a business.  She would like to see the meeting room be available to teach quilting classes or sewing classes to the community.  There is no charge and she feels people are more comfortable attending them at the library than at a church.  She would like to see study rooms available where she can be a senior advocate and offer tutoring sessions or literacy classes.  She states that a library is a wonderful place for things to happen.
